Artistic Swimming Officiating updates from Swim England:
CHANGES TO JUDGE LEVEL 1:
Following feedback from learners as well as consulting with the Tutors, we would
like to announce some changes to the Judges pathway, mainly at Level 1.
» Alllearners that apply to a Level 1 Judge Course must have completed the
Online Intro to Judges Course (link sent prior to the course)
e Judge Level 1has been splitinto 2 parts - Figures and Routine
» Level 1Figures must take place first, and can be done online or in person, this
can be ran Regionally as well as Nationally. This will take approx. 4 hours. There
is no exam at the end of this course
» Following completion of Level 1 Figures, learners must Shadow judge at a x2
Figure Competitions of any level and provide evidence of this on application for
Level 1 Routine.
» Level 1 Routine consists of a whole day course delivered in person (Regionally])
or online (Nationally only) and includes an exam at the end of the day.
» Learners must complete Level 1 Figures and Level 1 Routine and pass the exam
to be a Level 1Judge.
We will be running a Figures course online on Saturday 4 October from 2-6pm.

To ensure your constitution is approved in time, - allowing for
amendments, annual leave etc. - please send the constitution to the office at least one
month prior to your AGM or SGM.

The Charity commission has now approved Swim England amendments to the CIO
constitution and an update can be found on our website.

ClOs that are already registered with the Commission do not need to immediately
change their constitutions but clubs may wish to make these changes at their next
scheduled AGM. Any new clubs wishing to become a CIO and therefore will be
registering with the Charity Commission, will need to use this template moving
forwards.

Course booking reminder - 4 ways to save money!:

1. Ensure you use the club offer booking_process - this heavily
discounts the price:

Level 1 Coaching course reduced from £375 to £221.25 (41%
discount)

Level 2 Coaching course reduced from £660 to £455.40 (31%
discount)

2. If you are a SwimMark club then each year (in line with your
reaccreditation date) you will have a £100 |oS voucher which can
be used for courses or CPDs.

3. After the member has completed the course and received their
certificate, the club can claim a regional bursary (criteria
dependent) of £50 towards assistant coach courses, or £100
towards coach.

4. After the course is completed and certificated, look into the
county_bursary funding available.
